Architecture, History of Science, etc.

b) Iranian Studies: History of Iran, Iranian Languages, Iranian Geography,
Ancient Iranian Religions Civilization & History, Persian Literature,
Iranian Arts & Architecture, History of Science in Iran, Iranian
Anthropology, Translation of Great Iranian works, etc.

Accordingly, the Secretariat of the Award Committee invites all scholars,
writers, translators, and publishers to nominate book(s) for consideration,
not later than 22 October 2023.
